During 2006, the Lindseys sensed the call to serve in Aceh,
Indonesia. After language training in Bandung early in 2007, they
relocated to Medan where Wayne now holds the responsibility of
Program Manager. Rosie remains very involved with the Medan
International School as Secretary for the School Board, and Jamie,
Michael and Aleisha all attend the school.

The Lindsey family plays an important role in the Sumatra program
and really enjoy living and working as part of the MAF team there.
They have a real love for the people they serve and their heart’s
desire is that others will be influenced by their witness for Christ.

However, the family is now in a position where they need to
increase their financial support in order to continue serving in
Indonesia. Consequently, the Lindseys have returned to NZ for 4
months to raise the needed additional funds.

Safe Delivery

A Sunday phone call led to an urgent medical flight for a pregnant
young woman from Koinambe, Papua New Guinea. She had been
in labour for over 24 hours.

Michael Duncalfe, an MAF pilot, arrived to help transport Peggy by
plane, saving an eight-hour trip by bus and foot over sometimes
impassable roads. Barely able to walk to the plane, Peggy was
supported by her mother and a local health centre worker. Even
sitting in the plane was a struggle for Peggy, due to the immense
pain.

Thanks to MAF, within 30 minutes, Peggy was helped into a
vehicle from the Anglican Church and taken to Mt Hagen Hospital.

Michael’s wife, Nicki, visited Peggy two days later, and discovered
that she had delivered a healthy little girl. Praise God MAF could
help a young mother in her time of need.

Every three minutes, an MAF plane is taking off or landing
somewhere in a remote spot of the world.
